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None of the three opposition parties in
Alcala Council endorses the PP's budg-
et. Whilst the PSOE is openly against
it, GIP and PLAA showed their dissa-
tisfaction with the form and basis of
the municipal accounts by abstaining.

PSOE

The socialist spokesperson, and for-
mer Treasury councillor, Lola Prats,
opened her speech saying that her
group "did not wish to put a stop on
the infrastructure, but we cannot
endorse the budget". Some of the rea-
sons - the increase in pay for the even-
tual staff where a position of trust
which was full time in the previous
legislature and which, according to
the opposition, is now going to be
part-time with higher pay. The second
was about the water rates "which will
finance investment and affect the con-
tributors". The socialists did not agree
with this. Not for nothing had they
stormily approved a specification for
the tender for the water contract in
the previous legislature which was
now amended by the PP

The PSOE also asked the governing
team to take the necessary steps for
the Infrastructure  Department
(Conselleria de Infraestructuras) to be
the one to finance the sewage pipe
network for the north of Alcossebre,
which appears in the budget to be an
investment to be paid out of the muni-
cipal funds.

Regarding the announcement of the
campaign to put refuse containers
underground, Prats argued that
during the previous legislature they
had already seen the need for this and
a grant had been requested for this
purpose.

The ex-head of the Treasury depart-
ment defended herself against the PP's
criticisms about the Budgetary
Stability Law and the Financial
Economy Plan drawn up by the local
executive to make their budget lawful,
as it violated the Budgetary Stability
Laws as had previous ones.

The way the socialist councillor inter-
prets the Law is that although it has
been approved, it has no regulations
for its application, which was appro-
ved in 2006. However, the PP speci-
fied that the lack of regulations did
not exempt them from complying
with the Law.

On the other had, Prats defended her
economic management, which had
been systematically insulted by the
governing team, saying that the finan-
cial situation she had inherited was
due to the lack of net savings inherit-
ed from the previous PP government,
savings which she said had been posi-
tive during the socialist legislature.

GIP

Manolo Pitarch criticised the fact that
they had not taken the opposition into
account when preparing the budget
and at the same time he said he was
sceptical about how much of the
investment planned in the 2008 budg-
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et would be fulfilled.

PLAA

Ximo Zaragoza expressed much the
same views in his speech. He was
sorry that the opposition had not been
taken into account when drafting the
budget nor when proposing invest-
ments.

The Financial Economic Plan

As the Budgetary Stability Law had
not been complied with, the local exe-
cutive had had to prepare and appro-
ve a Financial Economic Plan, as set
out in Article 22 "Correction of situa-
tions which do not comply with the
requirement for stability".

In a situation on imbalance, Local
Bodies which have not complied with
the requirement for stability set out in
article 20 of the Law are obliged seek
approval of a financial economic plan
designed to re-establish stability wit-
hin a maximum of three years. This
must be approved in a Full Meeting of
the Council within three months of
the approval or winding up of the
Budget or approval of the General
Account which was not in compliance
with the Budgetary Stability Law.

The Financial Economic Plan will set
out the actions to be taken and the
measures to be adopted in relation to
the regulation, carrying out and man-
agement of the expenses and income,
to permit the return to a budgetary
stable situation. In the case of Local
Bodies which are provincial or auto-
nomous community capitals, or which
have a population of 75,000 or more
inhabitants, the restabilising financial
economic plan will be sent for appro-
val to the Ministry of Economy and
Treasury which will also be the organ
responsible for following it up, except
in the event that the Autonomous
Community in which the Local Body is
situated has the competence of legal
financial guardianship written into its
statues of Autonomy over Local
Bodies.

Assuming this last, the financial eco-
nomic plan will be sent to the corre-
sponding Autonomous Community,
which will be responsible for its
approval and follow-up. The
Autonomous Community concerned
will have to pass information to the
Ministry of Economy and Treasury
about these plans and of the results of
the follow-up which they carry out.
The re-balancing plans will be sent to
the Local Administration National
Committee. These plans will be given
the same publicity, purely for informa-
tion, as that set out in the Laws for
Budgets of the Body.

That prepared by the PP is the first
Plan to be prepared "although it
should be the fourth", as Cristina
Pinilla, the Finance councillor, explai-
ned. The local executive attributes
the non-compliance with the
Budgetary Stability Law to the extra
charges for the sports area, for which
it blames the previous executive.
